vii. The PP shall ensure advertising in at least two local news papers widely circulated in the region, one

of which shall be in vernacular language that, the project has been accorded environmental clearance
and copies of the clearance letters are available with SEIAA, Rajasthan and the Rajasthan State
Pollution Control Board and may also be seen on the website of the Board at www.rpeb.nic.in. The
advertisement shall be made within 7(seven) days from the ‘date of issue of environmental clearance
and a copy shall also be forwarded to the SEIAA, Rajasthan and Reglona] Office, Jaipur(S) of the
Board.

These stipulations would also be enforced amongst the others under the provisions of Water
(Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974, the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act,

1981, the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986, the Public Liability (Insurance) Act, 1991 and EIA
Notification’ 06.

Under the provisions of Environment (Protection) Act, 1986, legal action shall be initiated against the
proponent, if it was found that construction of the project has been started without obtaining
environmental clearance.

Environment clearance is subject to final order of the Honb’le Supreme Court of India in the matter of

Goa Foundation Vs. Union of India in Writ Petition(Civil) No. 460 of the year 2004 as may be =~

applicable to this project.
